“As noted in our recently filed Form 12b-25 Notification of Late Filing, the withdrawal of the company’s election to be regulated as a business development company (BDC) changed Unico’s accounting practices, and this has required additional time to complete financial statements for the 10-QSB,” commented Mark A. Lopez, chief executive officer of Unico, Inc.  “Because Unico began conducting business during the quarter as an operating company rather than as a BDC subject to the Investment Company Act, we needed additional time for our accountants to furnish the auditors with the information they requested to complete their review.”  

“We are working closely with our independent auditors and expect to have the company’s quarterly report completed and filed today.  Once this filing is made, our stock symbol will be restored,” Mr. Lopez added.
